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Introduction

T raditional origami focuses on the structure of the folded work of art. Over the last
several years, I have been designing projects which combine color patterns with

structure. Such designs are possible because standard origami paper is colored on
one side and white on the other. My recent book, African Animals in Origami, contained
several examples of patterned origami, notably the zebra and the giraffe. In this book, I
present you with a series of projects where the color patterns are formed by folding inside-
out.

Many of these projects also involve the theme of trisection which seems to be creeping into
my style more and more. Some examples are the elephant, penguin, Canada goose, and
some of the chess pieces.

The book is divided into five sections. The first contains a Martian and few other creatures.
The second section details construction of basic geometric shapes, including the
tetrahedron, the cube, and the octahedron. The third and fourth sections present a Canada
goose, a raccoon, and several other birds and mammals of distinguished coloration. Finally,

there is a CW and a full set of playing pieces.

Although é;ny square paper can be used for the projects in this book, the best material is
standard cn\ﬁi,gg:lrﬂ'i paper. Origami paper is sold in many hobby shops, and it can be
purchased by mail from The Friends of the Origami Center of America, 15 West 77 Street,
New York, NY 10024-5192. In my diagrams, the shading represents the colored side of the
paper. The illustrations conform to the internationally accepted Randlett-Yoshizawa
conventions. Large sheets are easier to work with than small ones.

Origami paper, and a catalog of other available craft books, can also be ordered from Dover
Publications, Inc., 31 East 2nd St., Mineola, NY 11501.

The directions for each project have been submitted to experienced origami artists, and I
thank the many friends whose suggestions have helped me improve the clarity of my
illustrations and explanations. I wish to thank my friends Sascha Beiken, Husayn Moody,
Matt Dickie, Robert Ross, Tim Getman, Jeremiah Helm, Jon Zeiders, and Paul Gilden from
St. Anselm’'s Abbey School for their descriptions and poems of the models throughout this
book.

All penguins have short, thick feathers on their hefty
bodies. Their feathers are white on the belly and black or
a bluish color on the back. Some penguins have crests of
long feathers and blotches of brightly colored feathers on
their short, stocky necks. They have a waterproof coat
composed of short, thick feathers and layers of blubber.
This allows them to keep warm in their extremely cold
climate.

Penguins thrive on fish, and they spend most of their time in water. However, they lay their eggs
and raise their young on land. While on land, they make their enormous nests in huge colonies
called rookeries. A single rookery can contain up to one million birds. Most of the species make
their nests on bare ground or in the grass. Some penguins lay their eggs in shallow holes scraped
in the dirt, while a few species lay their eggs in tunnels dug in the ground.

It is most
well known for its black and white markings and the foul smelling liquid
it produces when frightened or angered. The yellowish liquid, called
musk, is sprayed from the skunk’s tail as far as 12 feet and smells for
days. The skunk does not spray without warning,. If it is bothered, it
stamps its front feet, growls, or hisses before spraying. There are three
main types of skunks: striped, hog-nosed, and spotted.

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The tiger is the largest member of the cat family. Its strength, beauty, and ferocity are
unrivalled among cats. Tigers may grow to be in excess of 10 feet long and 3 feet tall. Full
grown males may weigh over 600 pounds. The largest sub-species is the Siberian tiger, found
in the snowy reaches of Siberia. Tigers’ coats, striped with distinctive black slashes on orange
and white, are among the most stunning coats of the cat family.

Tigers are solitary hunters. They usually hunt at night, using excellent hearing and vision.
Their prey consists mainly of larger animals—deer, antelope, wild oxen, and boar. Although
most cats dislike water, tigers often take to water on hot days. Tigers have ranges extending
over 250 square miles.

Once found throughout Asia, tigers are now only in selected areas of India, Russia, China,
and Indonesia. Tiger numbers have greatly dwindled since 1900, when 40,000 were found in
India alone. Today, only 4,000 remain in India. Tigers can be seen in most zoos.

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Chess—Game of Kings

Chess originated in South Asia, where a game known as “chaturanga” was
played. Starting in the 5th Century A.D., chess was played in its present form in
Persia. It was known as “shahmat,” a word meaning “the king is dead”. This is
still its name in several modern languages and is the ancestor of the English
word “checkmate”.

According to legend, a Persian and an Arab king were fighting a bloody war,
until both sides were exhausted. The kings agreed to a pact. Each would be
required to invent a game, and if the other could not learn how to play, he
would be required to forfeit half his kingdom. The Arabian king sent the ancient
equivalent of checkers, which was easily understood by the Persian king, due to
the uniformity of the pieces.

A response from the Persian king was necessary, so he invented and sent the
game of chess. The complexity of the different pieces was such that the Arab
king could not grasp the game. The Persian king agreed not to take half his
kingdom, if the Arab agreed to a proposition. Starting with one grain of rice, it
had to be doubled for every square on the chess board. Mathematically, this is
one less than 2 to the 63rd power. The Arab king quickly agreed to give up half
his kingdom.

Today, chess is played world-wide and may be described as the foremost game
on the planet. Competitions are held regularly, and players are ranked on a
point system. The elite of the chess world are the Grandmasters.

Anyone can quickly learn to play, and endless hours of entertainment can be
found in the intricacies of chess.
